TAX RATE IMPACT ON ECONOMIC GROWTH
National Technical University of Ukraine «lgor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute»

The article is devoted to the influence of the size and dynamics of the tax rate on economic growth in
different countries. The paper argues that neoclassical and exogenous theories of growth stand for the different
views concerning the impact of the tax rate on the dynamics of gross domestic product. It is determined that the
results of empirical studies of the impact of tax reforms on economic growth conducted by scientists in different
countries differ: some results show that changes in tax rates do not affect the dynamics of gross domestic
product, and others demonstrate the impact and differentiate it depending on the perspective ( a short or a long
one). It is established in the paper that a significant part of the analyzed studies shows the positive impact of
lower rates in the short term and negative in the long term. It is determined that most studies come to the
conclusion concerning a nonlinear type of relationship between the size of the tax rate and the dynamics of gross
domestic product.

Based on the analysis, it is determined that the reduction of high tax rates usually contributes to
economic growth, while the reduction of relatively low rates may not affect the dynamics of gross domestic
product. The study has found that most often scientists record a positive impact of lower rates on economic
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growth in the short term, and the impact in the longer term in most cases is negative or absent. The paper argues
that the effects of changes in tax rates are often offset by the respond of financial markets or the effect of the
shadow economy. Within the research the authors have found that the expected positive impact of lower tax rates
may be offset by rising budget deficits, debt financing needs, and, as a result, rising interest rates, which will
negatively affect the well-being of future generations.
